Your child’s fifth grade class is preparing to visit the Nanjemoy Creek Environmental Education Center 
(NCEEC).  Our facility is located on 10 acres along Nanjemoy Creek, a tributary of the Potomac River.  
Thanks to a generous land-lease agreement with Mr. Calvert Posey of Nanjemoy, Charles County Public 
Schools (CCPS) has been able to incorporate environmental education into its curriculum at a beautiful 
site which contains many diverse habitats and plenty of opportunities to experience nature first hand.  
Our nature trails meander through a tidal marsh, upland woods, fields and river shoreline.  The creek 
beds of submerged aquatic vegetation and open waters where students can watch osprey, bald eagles, 
great-blue herons and many species of waterfowl. 
 

NCEEC offers students the opportunity to experience the richness of forest, coastal, meadow and 
wetland habitats and to explore their own connections of the Potomac River and Chesapeake Bay.  
While at the Center, your child will be involved in “hands-on” and “minds-on” learning to develop a 
better awareness and understanding of the environment of which they are a part.  Your child's class will 
begin work on a Memory Book before their trip to help them prepare for their experience and will use it 
while at the Center to record their observations during their field studies.  Completion of the Memory 
Book back in the classroom will provide an opportunity to reflect upon their learning and share their 
experiences with the class.  All of these activities were designed to build upon the skills necessary to 
succeed on the Maryland State Assessment and meet the objectives of the Charles County Essential 
Curriculum for 5th graders. 
 

During this overnight trip, students and chaperones will sleep on bunk beds in heated cabins.  Each 
student will need to bring a bag lunch and drink for the first day.  Please see the Memory Book 
regarding the "trash-free" lunch challenge when packing this meal.  A hot dinner will be prepared by a 
local school's kitchen and delivered in time for the evening meal.  The second day's breakfast and lunch 
will be provided for your child as well. Please make your child’s teacher aware of any food allergies or 
restrictions as soon as possible so you can plan how to handle those needs.   
 

Your child’s class will visit NCEEC on ______________.  Students should arrive at school as usual on 
the day of their trip with their gear.   They will then board a bus to travel to NCEEC.  The students will 
return to school in time for their regular school dismissal the next day.
